1. Remove luminaire from packaging, taking care to protect lens and finish. Check packing
slip to make sure all parts are present before proceeding.

2. Remove top cover by loosening (4) screws. Place cover and screws aside.

3. Remove ballast cover by loosening quarter-turn fasteners. Place ballast cover aside.

ARM ASSEMBLY

4. Lay pole on raised surface. Protect pole finish with soft cloth. See Figure 1.

5. Insert nut plate into pole end, so the large center hole is closest to the pole end. Thread both all-thread rods into nut plate.

6. Slide arm over all-thread. Position luminaire over arm. Tighten top mounting bolt first. Secure luminaire using flat
washer, lock washer, and nut (in that order), then tighten. Repeat for bottom all-thread.

7. Feed supplied pigtail wiring from luminaire through bracket arm and into pole. IMPORTANT: Luminaire is supplied with

150C rated wiring!

Note: Mounting bolt and lock washer are attached to yoke arm on
medium luminaires.

7. Feed supplied pigtail wiring through either slot on pole top mounting plate, and then through either hole in bottom of yoke assembly.

8. Attach luminaire to top of pole as shown in Figure 1. Be certain not to pinch wiring between yoke assembly and pole top.
